In May 2011, the Japan Foundation developed the trial version of Marugoto: Japanese language and culture, an Al
(break-through) level textbook based on JF Standard for Japanese-Language Education. Marugoto was developed in
order for students to learn both language and culture together, in accordance with JF Standard’s basic principal of
Japanese for mutual understanding. It therefore features a wide range of techniques, including Can-do target and level
settings and portfolio assessment, designed to promote competence in accomplishing tasks (what a person can do by
using Japanese) and competence in intercultural understanding (understanding and respecting other cultures by
expanding one’s horizon through encounters with various cultures).

In this seminar, participants will examine the relationship between Al level Can-do and classroom activities, using
Marugoto as an example. Additionally, as intercultural understanding is now arguably a key feature of modern foreign
languages in UK secondary education, participants will also discuss how Marugoto addresses the issue of integrated
language and cultural teaching methods.

This is an opportunity to see the trial version of Marugoto: Japanese language and culture for yourself while it is still in
its development stage — don’t miss out!
