Performing Arts Japan Programme for Europe (PAJ Europe) was
started by the Japan Foundation in 2006 to reséadind facilitate the
exchange between leading artists in Europe andnJaplae main
feature of this scheme is that this grant will baden available to those
organisers based in Europe who are planning ton@galapan related
performing arts projects. The applications will bereened by an
annually appointed panel of advisors who are spstsan the area of
performing arts in Europe. Successful applicantd sgiceive grants
towards part of the cost of implementing their pcoje

In the 2012-2013 fiscal year, 12 projects (7 togrimnd 5
collaboration/co-production) were selected underglogramme, for a
total amount of 159,000 euros.

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OBJECTIVES

The primary objectives of PAJ Europe are:

-To support the effective introduction of carefulbelected Japanese performing arts
projects that have a plan for an even geographierege across Europe

-To assist well-envisioned Europe-Japan collabegatprojects through the creational
phases of new works

-To encourage educational activities in additionthe actual performances, such as
workshops and residency activities; to acquaintopean audiences with Japanese
performing arts in the context of their historyltate and development.

CATEGORIES

The PAJ Europe programme comprises of the folloviivagcategories:

1) TOURING GRANT: assists the presentation of Japan related perfgrarits projects in
which the Japanese artist is included in the taumaltiple locations in Europe, with
emphasis on locations outside major capital civbere there is no regular exposure to
Japanese performing arts.

2) COLLABORATION/CO-PRODUCTION GRANT: assists collaborations between
Japanese and European artists in order to creae avork that has the potential of being
developed into a touring project in the near futueahancing the understanding of
Japanese culture when presented to European aadienc

ELIGIBILITY

1) The purpose of the proposed project must be teeptelpanese performing arts and/or to
conduct Europe-Japan artistic collaborations irfigld of the performing arts.

2) The proposed project must explicitly include edigal and/or community outreach
activities that enhances audience’s appreciatiolapanese culture.

3) The proposed project must be undertaken by prafeskiartists. Non-professional
members can be included only if the objective @f pinoject is to present performing arts
of high quality and not to train or educate the rhers.

4) Applications can be accepted from performing agtated organisations, such as festivals,
theatres or arts promotion companies which arecbiasthe countries in the following list.

5) The proposed project must take place betwébkptil 2013 and 38 June 2014.

6) The proposed project must not be used for religmysolitical purposes.

7) Commitments to the proposed project must be sectrech the venues and the
artists/professionals concerned at the time ofiegipbn.

8) For TOURING, in principle, the proposed project must toureask two locations in the
listed European countries. Multiple venues in tlaens city are considered to be one
location.

9) For TOURING, application for the grant must be made by one ssm&tive on behalf of
an organisation or group of collaborative orgamiset which plan to tour together.

10) For COLLABORATION/CO-PRODUCTION, the proposed project must be a new
work jointly explored by Japanese and Europeastarti

11) For COLLABORATION/CO-PRODUCTION, revivals of existing pieces and the
creation of recorded products are ineligible fos frogramme.

12) In the case of an adaptation, the copyright arnareges concerning the original work
must have already been completed. The applicasstsrequested to attach a copy of the
documents which prove that the applicant has ajrebehred the copyright.

13) Applicants are eligible to apply for one projectiyothrough one of the two categories.
The applicant can submit only one application ahi tmust be either touring or
collaboration.

14)If a project receives a grant from any other of Japan Foundation’s programmes, such
as the Grant Programme for Overseas Performandesamal Project Support Programme,
it cannot be funded through PAJ Europe at the samee

Applicationsfor this programme can only be accepted from groups who are based in the
following countries:

GRANT COVERAGE

1) For both TOURING GRANT and COLLABORATION/CO-PRODUCTION GRANT

* PAJ grant is only applicable to cover the followexpenses for the project that takes place
during the eligible funding period (April 2013- RA014):

a) for invited Japanese artists/professionals:
* International airfare (discounted economy clasg$)
* Travel expenses within Europe
* Lodging and Per Diems
* Freight
b) for the entire proposed project:
* Translation and interpreting expenses (betwegrad@se and European languages)
related to the project.

* Grants are made on a cost-sharing basis. PAJ Ewvitipeot fund more than 50% of the
total project costs, nor will it fund overheads @mmdadministrative costs of the applicant
organisation such as an employee’s salary.

* The grant amount provided by PAJ Europe can vacpraling to each application. The
maximum amount awarded to an application for ther g§12-2013 was 26,000 Euros.

2) For COLLABORATION/CO-PRODUCTION GRANT only

* PAJ Europe will only fund the costs incurred durthg development process of creating
new works. Costs for the public presentation obmgletely new work, as a result of the
collaboration/co-production, will not be coveredthg Collaboration/Co-Production grant.

COMMON PRINCIPLE

In principle, applicants who have already recei®&d grants for the past three consecutive
years will be given lower priority. This is a meesto enable the Japan Foundation to extend
its support to as many applicants as possible bydawg long-term funding relationships with
the same recipients. However, exceptions may be niadeprojects which the Japan
Foundation deems duly significant.

APPLICATION

Applicants must send the following materials. Anlgey relevant items may also be attached.

- Completed Application Form (must be typed in fulittwno double sided printing and
submitted loose with no staples or bindings) whighalso to be emailed to respective
European JF offices.

- Annual report of the applicant organisation for ldw fiscal year (preferably in English).

- Work sample (digest version of audio-visual matsyi@f artists’ works relevant to the
proposed project edited to approximately 15 minutes

2)TEN copies are required

- Any written/published materials regarding the aggotit organisation and the project

- Biographies of the chief officials of the applicamganisation

- Information about the artists (including Japanesesta) such as biographies and press
reviews

- Audio-visual material of artists’ works relevant ttte proposed project including those of
the Japanese artists.

- Contracts with, and/or letters of agreement betwenJapanese artists/professionals and
producers/presenters who are involved in the preghpsoject.
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Work samples are a critical element of your application. Given the large amount of
material and the limited amount of time available for the panel review, applicants should
prepare a well-organised presentation that best represents their work.

All submitted materials must be labelled with ddisame and title of the project.
All submitted materials will not be returned.

APPLICATION DEADLINE

Applications and all relevant materials must beeihezd by the Japan Foundation offices in
Europe (see attached list) no later tB&hNovember 2012. Late or incomplete applications,

as well as applications submitted only by fax oma#nwill not be accepted. The Foundation
shall not be responsible for applications lostamdged in transit.

Prior to the submission of the application, the applicant is strongly advised to contact the
relevant Japan Foundation office in Europe to discuss digibility.

SCREENING PROCESSAND NOTIFICATION SCHEDULE

The panel of Advisors for the Japan Foundation BAdbpe will assess all applications and
make their recommendations. Based on these recodatiens, the final selection of grantees
will be made by the Japan Foundation. Grant natifoms will be mailed at the end of March
2013.

GRANT PAYMENT PROCESSAND PROJECT COMPLETION REPORT

Within 30 days of receiving the grant notificatidhe grant recipient should complete and
submit an ACCEPTANCE/DECLINATION FORM.

The payment of the grant will be made upon submmssif a REQUEST OF PAYMENT
FORM along with an INTERIM REPORT describing anyeedtions to the project and an
updated budget plan. The grant recipient is reqddstsubmit these documents two months
before the commencement of the project.

After completion of the grant project, the grargipgent must submit a FINAL REPORT that
includes the project results, financial report avdluation of the project, accompanied with
receipts of the cost items that are covered by tamtg(copies are acceptable). Should
adequate proofs of payment not be provided, thatgecipient may be required to return
partially or in full the grant amount. The grantigent will be provided with all the
necessary forms above along with the grant notiboa
