	Short-Term Training Programme for Foreign Teachers of the Japanese Language
	A unique opportunity for non-native speaking Japanese teachers to improve their Japanese language skills and methodology through a 2-month intensive programme of lectures on language and culture. Open to those under 55 who have at least 2 years’ Japanese teaching experience. Applicants must bear their own return travel expenses to Japan. The course is held three times a year, and each session is designed for a different group of candidates. The tentative dates are:

- Spring course: 12th May – 2nd July 2010. For primary and secondary teachers, or those teaching younger children.

- Summer course: 14th July – 3rd September 2010. For teachers in higher, adult, primary, or secondary education, or those teaching young children.

- Winter course: 26th January – 18th March 2011. For teachers in higher and adult education.
