Japanese Language Ability Self-Assessment

1. Basic

You know simple vocabulary and can exchange very simple information, if the other person helps. You have some basic structures and grammar. You can read and write hiragana and katakana and recognise a few key kanji.

2. Basic – low intermediate

You can engage in simple conversation on a limited number of topics and read and write short, simple sentences. You know hiragana, katakana and around 100 kanji. Approx JLPT level 4.

3. Low intermediate

You can engage in everyday conversation on familiar topics. You can read and write simple sentences. You know hiragana, katakana and around 200 kanji. Approx JLPT level 4-3.

4. Upper intermediate

You can engage in everyday conversation. You can read and write simple sentences forming a longer text. You know hiragana, katakana and around 300 kanji. Approx JLPT level 3.
