Eligibility:

The contest is open to university students who are currently studying Japanese as a foreign language in the UK and Ireland. (Postgraduate students are not eligible.) Candidates with Japanese parents are welcome to apply.

Category 1: Those who are studying Japanese as a degree course or as part of a degree course, who have less than a total of three years’ residence in Japan. Please note that those who have attended Japanese schools (e.g. nursery, primary and secondary schools) for more than one year are not eligible.

Category 2: Those who are studying Japanese for a non-degree course (i.e. an elective/ optional or evening course). Please note that those who have spent a total of three months or more in Japan are not eligible for Category 2, but may be eligible for Category 1.

Please note, candidates doing degrees with Japanese as a subsidiary subject (e.g. Business with Japanese) are only eligible for Category 1. If you are still unsure which category you are eligible for, please contact speechcontest@jpf.org.uk, specifying the name of your degree course, Japanese course and university.
