ORGANISERS AND PURPOSE:
The British Association for Teaching Japanese as a Foreign Language (BATJ) and the Japan Foundation London Language Centre (JFLLC) are organising the Second Japanese Speech Contest for University Students in joint partnership.  This event provides an opportunity for students of Japanese to demonstrate their high level of spoken Japanese acquired in Japanese courses at HE institutions in the UK and Ireland.

CRITERIA FOR ENTRY: 
・Undergraduate university students currently studying Japanese as a foreign language in the UK or Ireland
Category 1: Those studying Japanese as a degree course or part of a degree course with less than a total of 3 years’ residence in Japan.  Please note that those who have attended Japanese schools (e.g. nursery, primary and secondary schools) for more than 1 year do not qualify.
Category 2: Those studying Japanese for a non-degree course (i.e. an elective / optional course), where the total number of hours studying Japanese at university will not exceed 150 hours by the end of November 2006. Please note that those who have spent a total of 3 months or more in Japan do not qualify.
・Candidates with Japanese parents are welcome to apply
・The organisers’ decision on an applicant’s eligibility is final, and no correspondence can be entered into on the subject.

FINALISTS’ SELECTION PROCEDURE:

1) Telephone Interview
・A date and time will be arranged for a short telephone interview in Japanese which will be recorded. This is intended to assess whether you should proceed to the Final Round of the Awards.  
・The telephone interview will deal with everyday matters about which you would be expected to be able to converse in Japanese – for example, about your university course. You are also expected to talk about your chosen topic.  Further guidance will be given prior to the interview. 

2) Selection and Notification

・Five finalists will be chosen for each category and successful applicants will be notified by email by 15 December 2006. 

・Further guidance will be issued to Finalists. 

GUIDANCE ON SPEECHES: 
1) Topic 

Finalists are to speak on the topic from one of the three themes below.  You are required to choose the theme on your application form. 
A  My Dream  

B  My experience of a different culture   

C  What I would like to change in Japan/UK

2) Length

・Category 1: 8-10 minute speech, followed by 5 minute Question and Answer session 

・Category 2: 6-8 minute speech, followed by 3 minute Question and Answer session 
3) Delivery of Speech 
・When giving your speech you may use notes (in any language), but you must not read from a prepared text.

・You may not use audio-visual aids.
