New director appointed for Yokohama 2005
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Tadashi Kawamata, one of Japan’s best known contemporary artists, has been appointed the new director of the Yokohama International Triennale of Contemporary Art.  He replaces Arata Isozaki, who resigned recently.  Kawamata’s own works have been shown frequently at international exhibitions around the world, but this is the first time he will plan and run one.  

The Triennale will feature international leading works of contemporary art, focusing in particular on the connection between art and society.  The Director has revealed his intention to “put together a Yokohama 2005 that is quite unlike any other international exhibition the world has seen.”  Symposia, workshops and gallery talks will be organised to encourage interaction between visitors and participating artists from around the world.  

Yokohama 2005 is organised by The Japan Foundation, the City of Yokohama, NHK and the Asahi Shimbun.
