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The Marugoto Japanese Language & Culture Course (Starter A1 Level) is a new kind of course 
for absolute beginners of Japanese. It is based on the JF Standard for Japanese Language 
Education, rather than traditional methods of language education that focus on grammar and 
sentence structure. The aim of the course is to use Japanese language skills to get to know 
people, visit restaurants and take part in many other Japan-related events. The course does not 
focus on language alone; learning Japanese culture is also be an important element in the 
lessons.

As it was an introductory course, I felt the balance was right for people who 
were complete beginners  and self-studying students like myself who had a little bit of language 
under my belt already.
